	Outcomes from July - December 2007:

Healthy Start has collaboratively worked on 496 referrals, 673 quick calls, and a number of projects since July 2007. Thank you EGUSD staff for your willingness and dedication to serve our students.

Accomplishments
(In summary, the total number of referrals for this half of 2007-2008 school year has been 496 referrals. Last year at this time, we had received 471 referrals.  The majority of the requests were focused on counseling and medical /health issues.  We know that helping our families requires a team approach and we want to thank the many staff members who help put the pieces together so we are able to assist our students and families.  
(Additionally Healthy Start is averaging 100 clothes closet referrals per month through the Elk Grove Clothes Closet.  Thank you Cathy O’Neil!
(Our continued link with Smile Keepers and Smiles for Kids is paying huge dividends in the area of dental care.  A total of 2256 students from Anna Kirchgater, David Reese, Prairie Elementary, Union House Elementary and Samuel Kennedy received dental screenings and sealants from Smile Keepers.  Those students identified as needing urgent care are followed-up by our site staff to insure proper care is given to each students to minimize school absenteeism because of dental problems.  Much of the follow-up has been passed to private dentists in the area through Sacramento District Dental Society.

     Dr. Jason Roach provided a free dental clinic on January 21st for 35 students from Dillard Elementary.  These services included exams, x-rays, cleanings and sealants that totaled more than $7,294 in free dental services.  Additionally he performed the oral screenings required of the Kindergarten class for dental screening compliance.

    On February 1st, Strawberry Dental Group provided a free clinic for 8 students.  Again students were provided x-rays, cleanings, exams, filled cavities together with free oral supplies for the children  and their families.  The total amount for the services provided was $1,910. One student will be seen for follow up at a cost of $5,250.  The clinic has decided to adopt this student because of the tremendous amount of work needed.

     Dr. Rollofson’s office provided a free dental clinic on February 2nd for 64 students.  Ten other dentists and an oral surgeon helped in providing x-rays, cleanings, exams, sealants and even tooth extractions in several cases.  Five students were referred for space retainers and 11 students referred for orthodontic treatment.  The clinic cost $30,963 to stage.
    On February 2nd,  Dr. Janet Work’s office provided a free dental clinic for 15 students.  They received x-rays, exams, cleanings and filling cavities for a total of $5,500.  Three students were referred for additional dentistry work and one was referred to the orthodontic clinic.

     The grand total for all the services provided to our students through the generous contributions of work at these dental clinics was $50,917.  And this does not include some of the additional follow up services and the orthodontic clinic that will take place in the spring.

(The annual Mervyn’s Child Spree was held on July 28, 2007.  Thanks to our link with the Elk Grove Optimists, we were able to identify 106 students to participate.  These students received clothes, a backpack filled with school supplies, and a free haircut - compliments of Super Cuts. In addition, a pancake breakfast was provided by the Elk Grove Lions.    
 (As an outgrowth of our partnership with the CSUS School of Education Counselor Education Department five Counselors in Training were placed in our Healthy Start offices and at schools to work with students and their families for the Fall 2007 semester.   
 ( This year, we have continued to expand our parent education classes.  With the help of our own EGUSD Student Support and Health Services department and through our partnership with Sacramento County Probation Department, Healthy Start is offering parenting education classes.  Parent Project Sr. classes for parents of students 12-18 and Loving Solutions classes for parents of students ages 5-10 were held during the Fall 2007 semester.  New classes are beginning in February.  Our plan is to continue to offer these classes several times a year.  For more information contact Carmen Flores at Prairie Healthy Start, 422-1091.
